Mandate

TDJ Special Projects is an initiative created by Toronto Downtown Jazz (TDJ), producers of the annual TD Toronto Jazz Festival, with the support of JAZZ.FM91.  The initiative encourages the creation, development and presentation of special projects by jazz musicians in the City of Toronto. Through a juried process, successful applicants will be awarded a bursary and obtain marketing and public relations support from TDJ and JAZZ.FM91.

Why TDJ Special Projects

The city of Toronto features one of the most vibrant jazz communities in North America.  With the TDJ Special Projects initiative, Toronto Downtown Jazz will provide support for the outstanding jazz musicians who work and live in Toronto, while at the same time establishing a year-round presence on Toronto’s jazz scene.

Eligibility
· TDJ Special Projects are open to individual musicians and ensembles of any size.

· TDJ Special Projects are open to jazz musicians of any age or career status.  However, the musician submitting the application must be recognized by his/her peers as an active member of the Toronto jazz scene.

· Projects must take place between February 1 and April 30, 2012.

· The Special Project for which the application is submitted must take place at a venue located in the city of Toronto. For the purposes of this application, the city of Toronto is defined as any address whose postal code begins with M.
· Special Projects are defined as projects which fall outside the usual scope of the submitting performer or group’s work (i.e. TDJ Special Projects will not support “just another gig”).

· All participating artists must be paid for their involvement in the project.

· The Special Project must fall into one of the many sub-genres of “jazz” including (but not limited to):  big band, free/improvised music, fusion, post-bop/contemporary, swing, traditional, world/ethnic.

· The Special Project must not discriminate based on age, ancestry, citizenship, creed (religion), colour, disability, ethnic origin, family status, gender identity, level of literacy, marital status, place of origin, membership in a union or staff association, political affiliation, race, receipt of public assistance, record of offences, sex, sexual orientation or any other personal characteristics

Please note:
· Musicians/ensembles may only be awarded TDJ Special Project recognition once in a calendar year.

· TDJ Special Project support is intended for single-date or short-run events only and not for ongoing (i.e. year-round) support.

· Musicians/ensembles may only submit one application per deadline.

The following projects are not eligible:

· Applications submitted by venues or schools.

· Applications from artists’ agents, managers, management companies, record labels or distribution companies.

· Applications submitted for events taking place outside of the city of Toronto.

· Studio recording projects and general CD releases (i.e. releases without a specific release event).

· Fundraising concerts or events.

· Projects presented within the context of a festival.

Deadlines
· The submission deadline is November 30, 2011.

· Up to three projects will be chosen for support.

Scope

For the purposes of this application, Special Projects are defined as single-date or short-run (no more than three consecutive days) events, and include but are not limited to:

	· Concerts

· CD release events

· Collaborations with international artists
	· Symposia/workshops

· Premieres of new works


Support offered

Successful applicants will be offered marketing and public relations support from TDJ and JAZZ.FM91, accessing a wealth of resources and contacts typically reserved for official TDJ presentations including:

· A $500 bursary in support of the applicant’s marketing efforts

· An on-air interview on JAZZ.FM91

· A featured article in TDJ e-newsletter (more than 12,000 subscribers)

· Prominent positioning on the torontojazz.com home page and a dedicated event page

· A dedicated TDJ press release, sent out to all of the local major jazz media

· Listing on the Toronto Downtown Jazz Facebook page (more than 1,200 members)

· Dedicated posting on the TDJ Artistic Director’s blog

· An on-location portrait shoot or performance shot courtesy of Tracey Nolan Studios for use in press kits and on your website

Application Process
Complete the application package as accurately as possible, adding separate sheets where necessary and taking careful note of additional materials where requested under the various headings.  Please print attachments on white 8.5" x 11" paper, one side only, using at least a 10-point font.  A checklist is included for your convenience, to help ensure the application is filled out in its entirety.

Only one copy (the signed original) of your completed application in required, including any written attachments and audio/video support materials. Do not bind or staple your application. 

Applications must be received at Toronto Downtown Jazz no later than 5:00 p.m. on the deadline date.  Early submissions are encouraged.  Completed applications may also be submitted electronically using the dropbox at torontojazz.com/special. Applications are not accepted by fax or email.
It is your responsibility to ensure the application is complete and on time. Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted, regardless of postmark date. 

All submissions must include audio or video support material as outlined in the application.  It is your responsibility to submit recordings of the highest possible quality, and to ensure that CDs and DVDs can be played on a conventional consumer-grade player.

Please do not include additional support material such as press clippings, photos, etc.

Choosing Special Projects

TDJ Special Projects will be selected from eligible applications by a committee made up of members of the local jazz community (which may include performers, presenters, radio personalities and educators, among others).  Up to three projects will be chosen based on a variety of criteria, with an emphasis on:

· The project’s overall artistic merit

· The project’s potential contribution to Toronto’s jazz scene

· The project’s public impact – the ability of the project to attract a mix of current and new audience members

All applicants will be notified of the results by December 31, 2011.

Conditions of Support

Successful applicants must include recognition of Toronto Downtown Jazz (TDJ) wherever possible.  The TDJ logo (to be provided by TDJ) must appear on all promotional, print and online materials, along with the following phrase:

“A TDJ Special Project”

Changes to the nature of the Special Project – including changes to the date, venue or content of the project – must be reported promptly to Toronto Downtown Jazz.  Depending on the scope of the changes, Toronto Downtown Jazz may decide to terminate the support agreement.

All successful applicants must provide to Toronto Downtown Jazz an assessment of their TDJ Special Projects experience within three months of the completion of their project.

Biographical information should, as much as possible, be relevant to and provide context for the proposed project.

4.  Special Project Description
On attached sheets (white, 8.5” x 11” paper, one side only, minimum 10-point font), please provide a detailed description of your proposed project, including the following information:

· The nature of your proposed project, including a synopsis of the form and content.

· Your artistic goals and objectives.

· An explanation detailing how this project falls outside of your usual activities.

· The market and audience you wish to reach with the proposed project.

· If you are proposing a free event, you must justify why an admission fee is not being charged.

· Any other information that you feel is relevant to the description of the proposed project.

The project description should be a maximum of three pages.

5.  Audio/Video Support Materials

· If your Special Project is performance-based, please submit three recent audio samples of your work on one CD.  Samples should be from the last three years and should, as is possible, relate to the Special Project.  Unless your performance includes a specific visual component, please do not send video samples of your work.  If your project involves a special guest, send two samples of your work, and one sample of your guest artist’s work.

· If your Special Project is a workshop or is educational in nature, please submit two recent video samples of your work on one DVD. If your project involves a special guest, send one sample of your work, and one sample of your guest artist’s work.

Please note:  It is your responsibility to submit recordings of the highest possible quality, and to ensure that CDs and DVDs can be played on a conventional consumer-grade player.
